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Boggy upland 

Wooded glen

Flat poorly drained upland area along 
which public road is routed.  Conifers 
appear out of place here.  Peatland 
restoration would be appropriate.

Edge of conifer plantations appear forced 
upon the moorland.  To improve their 
integration, restore deep peat areas to 
open,  realign boundaries  downslope and 
soften transition by planting broadleaves 
in more remote locations and along 
riparian lowland glens.

Upper Glen Oykel is now an established 
wooded glen. To improve its integration with 
the wider landscape (open moor and hills) 
recommend lowering the forest’s upper 
margin to reflect the landform influences and 
fit the scene and introducing limited blocks of 
broadleaves.    

To help unify the forest with the irregular massif area 
around Ben More  on margin of NSA and improve the 
setting of Loch Ailish recommend removal of conifer 
plantation at the end of the current rotation, restoring 
to open hill with broadleaf woodland on the lower 
slopes where ground conditions allow.  

UPLAND FOREST Corridor,
through area of MOORLAND SLOPES and 
HILLS

Existing quarry is highly visible from 
public road, in particular from west.  
A natural looking permanent screen 
of trees should be established and 
maintained to ensure effective 
screening for lifetime of quarry.  

Felled coupes on visible 
hillside appear geometric 
in shape as result of using 
linear road and existing 
ride network as windfirm 
edges. 

Contouring forest road is 
highly visible from public 
road.

Block of windblown dead 
trees left after removal of all 
surrounding forest.  Highly 
visible from public road in 
foreground of iconic view to 
Suilven.   Recommend imme-
diate removal.
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Forest edge has a disruptive 
effect as it does not reflect the 
underlying landform.  Realign 
at restructuring following 
felling.
